A few reminders ...

Homework is an
important part of your child's learning and we would appreciate your support with this.

¢ Medicine - if you need the class teacher to administer medicine to your child you need to
complete a medicine form from the office which need to be signed by yourself and the
class teacher.

¢ Please ensure all of your child's belongings are clearly labelled with their name.

¢ Please send a labelled water bottle into school every day.

e We will be outside for play as often as possible, so please send your child to school with a
labelled rain coat.
